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Evaluation of Gappei-shori Johkasou by Users

—Case of Change from Night Soil Collection to Gappei-shori Johkasou—

Abstract

In spite of demands for modernization of living styles and comfortable living environ-
ments, some living-related facilities have not yet spread nationwide;some of them are
flush toilet and sewage treatment facilities, of which fast realization is eagerly awaited.
This paper reports the results of the questionnaire, asking about problems concerning the
installation of the gappel-shori johkasou (onsite domestic sewage treatment tank) and
about evaluation of the them, responded to by the installers of the johkasou.

Of all the answers, those from respondents who used the privy toilet and have installed
the johkasou are discussed.

In the questionnaire, a field survey was made on the following items to johkasou users,
living in urban, surrounding and underpopulated areas in the eastern part of Hiroshima
Prefecture which feature topographical variation.

(a) Degree of interest toward environmental problems which are gaining attention

these days

(b) Effects of the johkasou on the dwelling environment

(c) Evaluation and usage problems of the johkasou

As a result, gappei-shori johkasou gained high points as a countermeasure for water
contamination, in-house hygiene, odor reduction, improved living environment and other
aspects, while there were many demands for the reduction of installation and maintenance

costs and other various improvements.
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
