Since the establishment of the Japan Johkasou Education Center in 1966, later renamed the Japan Education Center
of Environment Sanitation (JECES), our organization has played an important role in Japan in the field of education
and research related to johkasou. In April 2012, JECES made a fresh start as a public interest incorporated
foundation and, to contribute to the preservation of the living environment and the improvement of public health
through the proper construction and operation/maintenance of johkasou, our organization has been promoting the
activities for the training of the johkasou experts and has been tackling the issues related to domestic wastewater
management, in collaboration with administrative agencies and research institutions.

In May 1983, following the enactment of the Johkasou Act, JECES was designated by the Ministry of Health and
Welfare as the unique implementing agency for the training and national examination of the “Johkasou Operators”.
Several years later, in March 2011, JECES was also designated by the Government (the Ministry of Land,
Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism, and the Ministry of the Environment) as the only implementing agency for the
training and national examination of the “Johkasou Installation Workers”. As it has done so far, JECES will continue
to fulfill its responsibilities and promote the training and development of johkasou installation and operation /
maintenance technicians. Furthermore, JECES has provided technical cooperation in the disaster areas of the Great
East Japan Earthquake, including on-site surveys to assess the damage of johkasou in collaboration with the people
from the damaged areas, and proposals to promptly restore the system for domestic wastewater treatment.

The conservation of the water environment has become an extremely important issue, as the 21st Century is called
“The Century of Water”. According to the amendment of the Johkasou Act in May 2005 and in June 2019,
johkasou has been redefined as an essential facility that can contribute more than ever before to the conservation
of the water environment.

We believe that Johkasou is one of the "keys" of the regional circular and ecological sphere that greatly contributes
to the formation of a recycling-based society. In addition, we consider that the johkasou system can contribute
comprehensively to the revitalization of the regions and the conservation of the global environment in response to
the global warming impacts observed in recent decades, and the decline and aging of the domestic population.

Based on the research and technology development of johkasou cultivated over several decades, our missions are
the training and technical improvement of the johkasou installation and operation / maintenance technicians, the
implementation of continuous education, the transmission and dissemination of information on the johkasou system,
and the development of international cooperation. The SDGs adopted by the United Nations in 2015 set the goal of
halving the proportion of untreated wastewater by 2030. Nowadays, the world is dynamically changing and efforts
are made to protect the water environment and improve public health. Having responsibilities as a public interest
incorporated foundation, all the management team and employees of JECES are working together to play a positive
role in our society. We appreciate and thank you for your continuous support and collaboration in our activities.
